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Competition: This competition is open to qualified skaters who are registered members of US Figure Skating or Skate
Canada. This is a non-qualifying competition and will be governed by the current US Figure Skating Rulebook except
as modified by this announcement and US Figure Skating Rulebook errata as posted on the US Figure Skating
website. Competitors will skate under current rules as may be modified by the outcome of the 2008 US Figure Skating
Governing Council meeting. All competitors shall be responsible for becoming informed and conforming to such rule
changes coming out of the 2008 US Figure Skating Governing Council meeting.

Entries: Complete entry forms must be mailed with entry fee to: Linda Elliott 5804 N. Hemlock, Spokane, WA
99205. Enclose a self-addressed, stamped legal envelope. Entries must be postmarked by June 3, 2008. Late entries
will be accepted at the discretion of the Referee and will be subject to a $25 late fee. Eligibility for entries is
determined by tests passed and age as of June3, 2008. Adult competitors must be age 21 or over. All skaters should be
prepared to show proof of age. Events with large numbers of entries may be split into multiple, equal-sized groups at
the discretion of the competition committee and the Referee,and will be done by age for Non-test through Pre-Juvenile,
Open Juvenile and Adult, and by draw for Juvenile through Senior. All events that are separated into groups will be
considered final rounds.
There will be no skateoffs, except as specified for artistic award. Skaters may enter up one level higher than the event
level for which the skater qualifies by test but may not enter an event below their test level. Pairs skating and couples
dance will be a couple composed of a lady and a man.

Refunds will be issued in accordance with Rule 3230 of the US Figure Skating Rulebook and only if the event is not
held. In any event with only one entry, the skater will be given the choice of either competing as a solo entry against
the rulebook standard (Against The Rule Book) or withdrawing for a refund. All refunds, if applicable, will be mailed
within 30 days after the completion of the competition.

Fees: The entry fee will be $65.00 for the first event, $95.00 for 2 events, $120.00 for 3 events and $20.00 for each
additional event. Entry fees for Pairs and Dance events are $85.00 per couple, and must be sent in together. Solo Dance
is to be considered a singles events for the entry fee. For Canadian entries, all specified fees are in Canadian dollars.
For US entries all fees are in US dollars. See Entry Form for additional event fees.

ISU Judging System (IJS) All short program and freeskating Singles events at the Novice through Senior levels will
be judged in accordance with the ISU Judging System. All other events will be judged in accordance with 6.0 Judging
System. All Skaters in the Novice through Senior Short Program and Freeskate Singles events are required to
submit the Planned Program Content Form with their entry form. A $25 processing fee will be charged for any
entry in each IJS event missing this form.

Officials: Competition officials will be selected in accordance with Rule 1220 except that officials for showcase and
basic skills will be selected in accordance with Rule 1240.

Admission: All events are open to spectators, no admission will be charged.

Registration: The official registration desk will be located at Eagles Ice Arena lobby starting Friday morning, July 11,
2008. All competitors are required to register as soon as possible after arrival at the rink. Competition CD’s must be
turned in at time of registration.

Facilities: The ice surface is indoor, 85' x 200', with slightly rounded comers. It is located at Eagles Ice Arena, 6321
N. Addison Spokane, WA. 99207.

Music: Music must be reproduced on CD’s. Cassette tapes will not be accepted. The CD’s must be clearly labeled
with the skater's name, the professional's name, the event and the time the music plays. Do not place any type of small
attachable labels on the CD. Once the competition CD is turned in , it will not be returned until the event is
completed.Each CD must contain music for only one program. CD’s must be turned in at the official registration
desk at time of registration. All competitors must have an extra copy of their CD available at rinkside during their
event. The Lilac City Figure Skating Club will not accept responsibility against breakage, damage, or loss, but
will take every reasonable precaution to safeguard each CD. Do not use CD/RW’s

Awards: Awards will be given to first, second, third, and fourth place winners immediately following the official
posting of each event and will be awarded in the photographers room. All Basic Skills entry’s will receive an award.

Artistic Awards-. An artistic skate-off will take place to determine the skaters who will receive the Artistic Award.
An Artistic Award will be presented to three skaters: one in lower division (Pre-Preliminary through Juvenile/Open
Juvenile), one in upper division (Intermediate through Senior), and one for all Adult levels. The award will be judged
on outstanding artistry, the manner and style of the skater, and choreography. Skaters will be nominated by the panel
of officials for the freeskating events, to skate in the artistic skateoff based on their artistic performance during the
freeskating events. The selected skaters for the skateoff will be notified at the end of the freeskating events and a final
round will take place at the end of the competition. In the skateoff final events, each skater will receive one mark from
each judge for presentation /program components.

Team Cup Competition- Points will be awarded to the clubs of the first through fourth place winners in all events.
The team trophy will be presented at the end of the competition to the club with the highest point total.

General: The Referee and competition committee reserve the right to combine Ladies and Men events where
permitted by current USFSA Rulebook..

Practice Ice: Practice ice will be held on Friday, July 11 and Saturday, July 12 of the competition at the Eagle Ice
Arena. A practice ice request form accompanies this announcement.

Official Notices An Official Bulletin Board will be maintained in the lobby of the rink. All official announcements
and schedules will be posted thereon. The starting time of each event will be posted on the bulletin board and this
schedule will supersede all other schedules. Notices posted on the board are considered as sufficient notice to all
competitors. Skaters are to be in the rink and ready to skate 60 minutes prior to the scheduled beginning of their event.

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EVENT QUALIFICATIONS & SPECIFICATIONS

Test Qualification For Canadian Entries
Canadian skaters shall establish their qualifications for entry for specific levels based on the equivalence table included elsewhere
in this announcement.
Compulsory Moves
Age and test requirements are the same as Free Skate. Compulsory moves will be skated without music. Required moves may be
done in any order, without stops between elements. Each additional or repeated element will be penalized by .2. Connecting
footwork is allowed but may not include half jumps. Combination jumps may not have a change of foot or turn between the jumps.
Skaters will receive one mark overall from each judge for technical element. Events will be skated on a half-sheet of ice.

Jump Events
Age and test requirements are the same as Free Skate. No music will be played. Jumps may be skated twice and in any order. The
best of the two jump attempts for each required jump and combination will be judged. If a skater is satisfied with the 1" jump
attempt, then the 2nd attempt is not required. In situations where the skater is given the choice of the jumps to be performed, the
first attempt will determine the jump to be judged; the skater will not be allowed to change jumps on the second attempt. Event
will be skated on one half (1/2) of the ice surface for all skating levels. Skaters will receive one mark overall from each judge for
technical element.

Spin Events
Age and test requirements are the same as Free Skate. No music will be played. Spins must be skated exactly as stated but may be
skated in any order. Connecting steps may be used but will not affect the score. Event will be skated on one half (1/2) of the ice
surface. Skaters will receive one mark overall from each judge for technical element.

Showcase
Men and ladies will compete against one another in the Showcase event Showcase events of different levels may be combined at
the discretion of the Referee. Skaters will receive one mark overall from each judge for presentation. There will be no mark for
technical element in the event. Only two (2) double jumps are permitted for Intermediate - Senior, but not encouraged. any single
jumps, including axels, will be allowed for Non-test – Juvenile/ Open Juvenile and Adult. A .2 deduction will be taken for
programs violating this restriction. Props which are placed on the ice will not be permitted. The music may be vocal and/or
instrumental. Showcase is intended as an event to develop and enhance the qualities of original choreography, general
showmanship, and entertainment value. There will not be separate events for Light Entertainment and Dramatic Showcase
Time Duration:

Compulsory Moves: 1/2 Ice, Max. 1:30 maximum, No music.
1. Axel.
2. Straight-line step sequence.
3. Women: Layback spin / Men: Forward camel spin.
4. Jump combination consisting of a double and a single, or 2 double jumps (no change of foot or turn in between).
5. Split or stag jump.
6. Spin combination with one change of foot and one change of position (min. 4 revolutions each foot).

Jump Event: 1/2 Ice 1:10 maximum.
1. Axel.
2. Jump combination with a double and a single jump or two double jumps. No change of foot or turn in between jumps.
3. Double loop.

Spin Event: 1/2 Ice.1 :20 maximum.
1. A flying spin (min. 4 revolutions/in position).
2. Ladies: layback or attitude spin. Men: camel spin (min. 4 revolutions/in position).
3. Spin with one change of foot, change of position optional (min. 4 revolutions per foot).
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Open Juvenile - Same as Juvenile except Open to skaters who are 13 years or older.

Intermediate - Open to skaters who have passed the Juvenile FS test, but no higher than the Intermediate FS Test.
Freeskate: See Rule 3672 for well-balanced program requirements. Time: 2:30.
Short Program: U.S. Figure Skating Rulebook refers to Rule 3671 Program time: 2:00 max.
Jump Event: 1/2 Ice, 1:10 maximum.

Novice - Open to skaters who have passed the Intermediate FS test, but no higher than the Novice FS Test.

Short Program: U.S. Figure Skating rulebook refer to Rule 3661/3662. Program time: 2:30 max.
Jump Event: 1/2 Ice, 1:10 maximum.
1. Double Loop.
2. Double Lutz.
3. One jump combo consisting of two double jumps. No turn or change of foot in between jumps.
Spin Event:1/2 Ice, 1:20 maximum.
1. Flying sit spin (min. 5 revolutions).
2. Camel spin to back camel spin (min. 4 revolutions in position each foot).
3. Spin combo with one change of foot and minimum of one change of position (min. 5 revolutions on each foot).

Junior - Open to skaters who have passed the Novice FS test, but no higher then the Junior FS test.
Freeskate: See Rule 3653 for well-balanced program requirements. Time: Ladies 3:30, Men 4:00.
Short Program: US Figure Skating Rulebook, refer to Rule 3651/3652 (2008/2009 elements). Program time: 2:50 max.
Jump Event:1/2 Ice, 1:10 maximum.
l. Double loop / double loop combination (no turn or change of foot in between jumps).
2. Double Axel.
3. One jump combination consisting of two double jumps or a triple and a double jump.
Spin Event: 1/2 Ice, 1:20 maximum.

Short Program: US Figure Skating rulebook refer to Rule 3641/3642. Program time: 2:50 max .
Jump Event: 1/2 Ice, 1:10 maximum.
1. Double Axel.
2. A triple jump of the skater’s choice.
3. One jump combo with two double jumps or a triple and a double jump.
Spin Event: 1/2 Ice, 1:20 maximum.
1. A flying forward sit spin with a change of foot to a backward sit spin (min. 6 revolutions in position).
2. A flying camel spin with a change of position (min. 6 revolutions in position).
3. A combo spin with at least one change of foot and one change of position on each foot (min. 12 total revolutions).

Adult- See Rule 3730-3821 of the 2008/2009 Rulebook for Test Requirements.
Adults Pre-Bronze - Open to skaters who have reached the age of 21 and have passed no U.S. Figure Skating test and or no
higher than the Adult Pre-Bronze skating test, the standard U.S. Figure Skating Pre-preliminary free skating test or the ISlA
Freestyle 3 test. See Rule 3805.
